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PREFACE.

These outlines of the Bible are not supposed to be matured.

Much time and labor might well have been spent on them to give

them anything like a finish. But desiring to use the valuable time

of teacher and student to better advantage than that of dictating

and writing, I had them printed as they now are. The very fact,

however, that they are by no means in all cases final, gives them a

greater educational value for the student, who is expected not to

abide by them but to verify or improve them.

The analysis of the different books of the Bible is, of course,

not original with me. The material, more or less as it is here, has

been gathered from various sources, and modified and arranged to

suit the present purpose.

These outlines are intended to aid in acquiring a knowledge of

the Bible nearly in the order in which it is commonly supposed to

have been written, the poetic, prophetic and epistolary portions

being inserted where they chronologically belong ; and to aid in

gaining such an acquaintance with the Bible as to enable one to

pass the books before his mind, and tell their contents by parts and

sections if not by chapters. To this end the parts and sections of

the books have been gathered together under the historical periods

in the fore part of the book, and in the body of the work the chap-

ters have been left as unbroken as possible. The " Synopsis," both

"by Stages and Epochs" and "by Periods," should be well mas-

tered as the study of the Bible progresses.

The Apocrypha have been added because they contain much
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valuable material and are not regarded as canonic. A knowledge

of them is important for the understanding of the New Testament

Judaism.

The full plan of these outlines, which I hope some time to com-

plete, is to include a more detailed work on the subdivisions of the

chapters, outlines and helps on important topics under each period,

and summaries of Biblical information on the men, places, etc.,

which have come up in the course of the outlines.

It was thought best not to bring questions of modern criticism

into these outlines, but rather to put all the efforts on the more im-

portant work of acquiring a knowledge of the Bible.
